2. The United States and the Philippines launched annual joint naval war games 

on Monday, days after the latest diplomatic row between Manila and Beijing over 

the disputed South China Sea.

1. Nobel Prize 2023 in Physics awarded to Pierre Agostini, Ferenc Krausz, Anne 

L’Huillier for research on electrons in flashes of light -The 2023 Nobel Prize in 

Physics has been awarded to Pierre Agostini, Ferenc Krausz, and Anne L’Huillier 

“for experimental methods that generate attosecond pulses of light for the study 

of electro dynamics in matter”, The Royal Swedish Academy of Science 

announced on October 3, 2023. 

2. A day after his victory in the Maldives’s election run-off, President-elect 

Mohamed Muizzu secured the transfer of former President and jailed Maldivian 

leader Abdulla Yameen to home confinement.

1. Arguments employed by the Supreme Court in its majority verdict to uphold 

the 10% economically weaker sections (EWS) quota for the “poorest of the poor” 

among forward castes can paradoxically become a stimulus for the backward 

classes to seek reservation over and above the 50% ceiling limit on the basis of 

the data published after the Bihar caste-based survey.

1. Norwegian author Jon Fosse awarded 2023 Nobel Prize in Literature-The 2023 

Nobel Prize in Literature is being awarded to Norwegian author Jon Fosse “for 

his innovative plays and prose which give voice to the unsayable”, the Royal 

Swedish Academy announced on October 5, 2023.

1100 since Palestinian militant group Hamas launched its massive surprise attack on 

Israel with a barrage of rockets and a large-scale ground assault, officials on both sides 

said Sunday.
