INTERNATIONAL: 

1. Indian and Australian High Commissions in London host inaugural Indo-Pacific 

conference- The Indian and Australian High Commissions in the U.K. co-hosted the 

inaugural Indo-Pacific Conference in London on November 30. The day-long event 

brought together diplomats and stakeholders from think-tanks, civil-society and the 

business world to look at how the two countries, along with the U.K., could work 

together to address security issues in the region, build resilience and enhance 

stability. 

2. Chinese military values ties with Indian counterpart- China's Defence Ministry on 

Thursday said that its military values its relations with the Indian counterpart. It 

asserts that the 20 rounds of Corps Commander-level talks have helped ease 

tensions amidst the eastern Ladakh standoff.

1. PM Modi arrives in Dubai to attend World Climate Action Summit- Prime 

Minister Narendra Modi Thursday called for supporting developing countries with 

adequate climate financing and technology transfer to enable them to deal with 

climate change as he arrived here to attend the World Climate Action Summit. 

2. Navy gets ready for its biggest naval exercise amid ocean engagements- As the 

Indian Navy looks to mark Navy Day on December 4, it is also gearing up to host its 

largest multilateral exercise early next year. The next edition of Exercise MILAN is 

scheduled to be held in February 2024, and is expected to see the participation of 

over 50 countries, defence sources said while noting that this reflects the significant 

expansion of the Navy’s engagements as well as capacity to assist countries in the 

Indian Ocean Region (IOR) as the first responder and Preferred Security Partner.

1. Cyclone ‘Michaung’ likely to bring rain to South Coastal Andhra Pradesh- The 

South Coastal districts of Andhra Pradesh are likely to experience rain under the

INTERNATIONAL: 

1. China, Vietnam weigh rail link through rare earths heartland- China and Vietnam are 

working on a possible significant upgrade of their underdeveloped rail links to boost a 

line that crosses Vietnam's rare earths heartland and reaches the country's top port in the 

north, senior officials and diplomats said. 

2. U.N. ends political mission in Sudan, where world hasn't been able to stop bloodshed- 

The United Nations Security Council voted Friday to end its political mission of a few 

hundred people dedicated to ending the civil war in Sudan. 

3. South Korea launches its first spy satellite after rival North Korea does the same- South 

Korea launched its first military spy satellite into space Friday, a little over a week after 

North Korea claimed to put its own spy satellite into orbit for the first time as tensions 

rise between the rivals. 

 

NATIONAL: 

1. PM Modi leaves for India after attending World Climate Action Summit- After a day 

packed with summit speeches, bilateral meetings, and launching a Green Credit Initiative 

at the World Climate Action Summit in the Gulf emirate, Prime Minister Narendra 

Modi on Friday evening left here for India wrapping up what he described as a 

“productive #COP28 Summit.” 

2. World Bank recalls paper on decline in toilet usage in India-Weeks after the World 

Bank published a departmental working paper highlighting the “most concerning” trend 

of toilet usage declining in rural India since 2018 despite early gains of the Swachh 

Bharat Mission - Gramin, it has recalled this paper and two others, pending an “internal 

review”, while insisting that the papers had not gone through the required approvals 

internally before being published on the website.

1. A.P. government to distribute tabs to 8th students from December 21-The State 

government has kept the tabs ready for distribution to school students. The tabs would be 

distributed to the 8th standard students from December 21st onwards. Apps that would be 

useful and clarify all doubts of the students have been installed in the tabs.  

2. Sharing of Krishna waters: Jal Shakti Ministry convenes crucial meeting on December 2 

to defuse tension between A.P. and Telangana- As tension prevailed between Andhra 

Pradesh and Telangana over the sharing of the Krishna river waters, the Union 

government initiated a dispute resolution mechanism on December 1 (Friday), and invited 

both the States for a meeting on December 2 (Saturday) to discuss the transfer of 

management rights to the Krishna Water Management Board (KRMB).

INTERNATIONAL: 

1. Italy withdraws from China's Belt and Road project- Italy has withdrawn from China's 

vast Belt and Road infrastructure initiative, more than four years after becoming the only 

G7 nation to sign up, a government source said on December 6. 

2. Taiwan probes free China trips used to 'influence' election- Taiwanese prosecutors said 

Wednesday they were investigating five people over accusations they had arranged free 

trips to China for dozens of voters in a bid to "influence" next month's elections. 

3. U.N. chief uses rare power to warn Security Council of impending 'humanitarian 

catastrophe' in Gaza- U.N. Secretary-General Antonio Guterres has used a rarely 

exercised power to warn the Security Council of an impending “humanitarian 

catastrophe” in Gaza and urged its members to demand an immediate humanitarian cease-

fire.

1. Lok Sabha starts debate on Bill to open Central Tribal University- The Lok Sabha 

started debating the Central Universities (Amendment) Bill on Wednesday. It will 

establish the Sammakka Sarakka Central Tribal University, in Telangana. Minister of 

State for Education Subhas Sarkar moved the Bill and said the university honours the 

tribals of Telangana. 

2. Political leaders welcome move to reserve two assembly seats for Kashmiri migrant 

community- Political leaders in Jammu and Kashmir on Wednesday welcomed the 

decision of the government to reserve two seats in the assembly for the Kashmiri migrant 

community and said this will empower it politically.

1. Cyclone Michaung: paddy in thousands of acres inundated in the Godavari region of 

Andhra Pradesh-Paddy in thousands of acres has been inundated across the Godavari 

region owing to incessant rains reported over the past 48 hours due to cyclone Michaung. 

However, the impact on horticulture crops is less compared to that on standing paddy 

crop. The relief operations have been intensified in the Godavari Delta.

INTERNATIONAL: 

1. Chinese navy ships first to dock at new pier at Cambodian naval base linked to Beijing- 

Chinese naval vessels have become the first ships to dock at a new pier at a Cambodian 

naval base that the United States and some international security analysts say is destined 

to serve as a strategic outpost for Beijing’s navy. 

2. Indonesia considering visa waivers for 20 countries, including U.S., China, India- 

Indonesia is considering offering visa-free entry to nationals of 20 countries, including 

the United States, China, Australia, India, South Korea, Germany, Britain and France, to 

boost its tourism and economy, its tourism minister said on Thursday.

1. India successfully conducts training launch of short-range ballistic missile Agni-1 - 

India on December 7 successfully conducted the training launch of short-range ballistic 

missile ‘Agni-1 from APJ Abdul Kalam Island, off the Odisha coast, a defence official 

said. 

2. UGC approves guidelines for short-term skill development courses-  The University 

Grants Commission (UGC) on Thursday approved draft guidelines for the “Introduction 

of Short-Term Skill Development Courses in Higher Educational Institutes”, which would 

pave the way for introduction of credit-based courses with duration of three to six 

months. 

3. Supreme Court to pronounce Article 370 verdict on December 11 - A Constitution 

Bench headed by Chief Justice of India D.Y. Chandrachud is scheduled to pronounce on 

December 11 its judgment on the challenge to the abrogation of Article 370 of the 

Constitution, which gave special privileges to Jammu and Kashmir.

1. Revanth Reddy sworn in as Chief Minister of Telangana along with 11 Ministers- Soon 

after Anumula Revanth Reddy was sworn in as the first Congress Chief Minister of 

Telangana on Thursday, in front of a crowd of thousands at the Lal Bahadur Stadium in 

the State’s capital, he vowed to revive a tradition of inviting the public into the halls of 

power to present their grievances directly to him. He immediately signed his first file, to 

implement the six welfare ‘guarantees’ that headlined the Congress’ poll manifesto. 

2. Notification issued to fill 897 Group-II posts in A.P.- The Andhra Pradesh Public 

Service Commission (APPSC) issued a notification on December 7 (Thursday) to fill 897 

vacant posts (tentative) in various categories under Group-II services. The notification is 

available on the Commission’s website, the 897 vacancies, 566 are executive posts and 

331 are non-executive posts.
