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1. TITLE OF THE PRACTICE:      ICT BASED STUDENT SEMINARS

2. TITLE OF THE PRACTICE: CREATIVE ASSIGNMENTS  

 

OBJECTIVES  

The following objectives made the department to adopt the mentor system to:  

 Improve the students' academic performance  

 To make students totally involved in the teaching-learning process, alternate teaching techniques supplementing 
the traditional lecture method must be evolved.  

 This shift from traditional to innovative methods should make teaching an exciting and interactive exercise.  

 All categories of students (slow & advanced learners) must benefit from the change and must be motivated to 
self-learn at least part of the topics discussed in the class.  

 The students must be participatory and not be passive targets.  

CONTEXT  

 Eeedback from students clearly indicates that the chalk and talk method is totally inadequate to sustain the 
interest of the students.  

 To cope with the pressure to perform in current competitive world and to face the challenges of the society need 
mentor support to achieve academic excellence.  

 A significant decline in enthusiasm to attend lectures / other teaching-learning processes was observed by the 
teachers, which they thought could be attributed to general indiscipline among students.  

 The introduction of Choice Based Credit System has brought in sweeping changes in the curriculum. Innovative, 
application oriented, skill-based papers have been introduced in all disciplines. These papers cannot be taught by 
the conventional lecture method alone. Hence radical changes have been made in pedagogy.  

 Need to assign joint tasks to build team spirit and collaborative learning  

 

ABOUT THE PRACTICE  

 A batch of 5 to 8 students is allotted to collect news paper clippings, journals clippings and internet print outs 
etc.,on a particular topic to prepare a creative assignment.  

 Each class may be having 5 to 6 batches will collect news paper clippings and other sources of information for 
the preparation of creative assignments. So in each class 2 to 3 creative assignments will be prepared by the 
students

 Academic performance of the slow learners improved marginally
